Sydney Metro Airport join the 
International Environmental Program 

– Millennium Seed Bank 

We continue to preserve the valuable ecological 
heritage and endangered flora species on Bankstown 
Airport by participating in the Millennium Seed Bank 
Program. 

We have been working with leading botanists from the 
Royal Botanic Gardens to collect seeds from the 
endangered Hibbertia glaberscens MS species.  The 
seed collection is part of the Millennium Seed Bank 
Program which is coordinated by Royal Botanic 
Gardens, Kew, London UK, involving 50 countries 
around the world.  Our goal is to collect several 
thousand seeds from the Hibbertia glaberscens MS 
on Bankstown Airport for research and long term seed 
banking. 

The seeds will be divided between the NSW Seed 
Bank at Mount Annan Botanic Gardens and the Royal 
Botanic Gardens collection in London.  At the seed 
banks some of the seed will be frozen and stored in 
long term facilities both here and in the UK, in the 
event a disaster threatens to eliminate the species. It 
is expected the seeds stored in the long term seed 
bank will last anywhere up to a couple of hundred 
years.

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CEO Message 

Our public display of the 
Bankstown and Camden 
Preliminary Draft Master Plans 
comes to an end on 18 
December 2009. One of the 
most important issues we deal 
with in the Draft Plans is 
information about noise 
generated by aircraft.   

The number of flights on 
Bankstown and Camden 

Airports are forecast to grow over the next 20 years 
but at a significantly lower rate than that over the last 
four years from 2005 to 2009.  

The Preliminary Draft Master Plans show changes in 
the Australian Noise Exposure Forecast (ANEF) 
diagram contours. The ANEF diagrams are forecasts 
of the expected level of aviation generated noise in 
the year 2030. 

The Draft Plans include the N60 noise forecasting tool 
which shows the number of events per day in 2030 
that are 60 decibels or higher.  This noise level is the 
equivalent to normal conversation.   

We have developed a Noise Management Plan, as 
well as a Pilot Education Program, the Fly Friendly 
initiative, to encourage pilots to consider the local 
community when taking off and approaching the 
Airport.  We have also regulated ground running to 
minimise the noise impact from ground based aircraft 
operations such as maintenance checks.  

We work with local governments such as Bankstown 
City Council, Camden Council, Liverpool City Council 
and Fairfield City Council to advise them of the land 
affected by aircraft noise to ensure any new 
developments in these areas comply with Australian 
Standards AS 2021-2000. 

We will continue to monitor noise complaints and 
report routinely to the Bankstown Airport Community 
Consultative Community (BACCF) as a means of 
identifying areas of concern and investigating 
solutions in consultation with the community.  

Airside Vehicle Warning Lights 

Vehicles operating airside are required to meet 
CASA’s Manual of Standards (Aerodromes). 

Section 9.19 deals directly with the 
subject of Other Lights on an 
Aerodrome including the 
requirements of vehicle warning 

lights. 

The Section states that “Vehicle warning lights are to 
be provided to indicate to pilots and others the 
presence of vehicles or mobile plant on the movement 
area. A vehicle warning light or lights must be 
mounted on the top of the vehicle, so as to provide 
360 degree visibility. The light(s) must be amber / 
yellow / orange, and be flashing or rotating.” 

Currently some vehicles, including tugs, do not fully 
meet this standard, and constitute a risk to aviation 
operations in addition to the vehicle operator. Vehicles 
not meeting the standard by 1 January 2010 will 
receive a warning in the first instance to meet the 
regulated standard. A second offence will incur a 
suspension of their airside driver’s licence for 28 days 
and cancellation of the Authority to Use Airside for 
that vehicle.

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Elvis is coming back in town! 

We are pleased to be supporting the efforts of fire 
fighters this bush fire season, as we do every year at 
Sydney Metro Airports Bankstown and Camden.  As 
the fire season approaches again, we will be 
accommodating 2 Erickson sky cranes (“Elvis and 
friend”) which will be stationed near the Toll facility at 
Sydney Metro Airport Bankstown.   

We will also be offering use of vacant fenced land for 
bunded parking areas for refuelling contractors Aero 
Refuellers and Skyfuel to accommodate their semi-
trailer tanker trucks.  These trucks are for refuelling of 
the helicopters during their operations.   

There are 5 Sky Cranes coming to Australia - 2 
Sydney based (Sydney Metro Airport Bankstown), 2 
Melbourne based and 1 Adelaide based helicopter.   

The tanker parking stations have been set up in two 
zones at Sydney Metro Airport Bankstown (in the 
fenced areas – one next to Flyers Café, and the other 
behind the vacant building on corner of Airport 
Avenue and Comper Streets). There will also be 
parking arrangements for one tanker at Sydney Metro 
Airport Camden.   
 

 
 

 

 

 

Fly Friendly – Fly Neighbourly 

Pilots and aircraft operating at Sydney Metro Airports 
Bankstown and Camden must  comply with a range of 
regulations and procedures stipulated by Airservices 
Australia and the Civil Aviation Safety Authority 
(CASA) which include the En Route Supplement 
Australia (ERSA) and the Visual Pilot Guide.  Noise 
Abatement procedures form part of these 
requirements. 

In addition to these requirements, we have developed, 
in consultation with a variety of airport users, these 
voluntary procedures to assist pilots to minimise their 
operational noise impact on the community. Naturally, 
the implementation of these voluntary procedures is 
subject to safety and operational considerations. 

We salute the many pilots who currently ‘Fly 
Neighbourly’ and hope the wider aviation community 
at Sydney Metro Airports Bankstown and Camden will 
embrace these procedures.  

 

Aircraft Ground Based Noise 

We also work hard to minimise the impact of ground 
based activities.  Our Airports are busy places which 
provide jobs for large numbers of local people. Some 
of these jobs can create ground based noise such as: 

o Ground running of aircraft and aircraft servicing 
o Mechanical plant and equipment 
o Non-aviation industrial activities 
o On airport road traffic 
o Operation of fixed audible alarm or warning 

systems 
o On airport construction activities
